Boughton Fen and Tree Felling: General concern was aired regarding ongoing
condition of Fen with lowering water table and spread of scrub. Clerk reported that
Highways were due to investigate loss of water through the under road drain. Clerk to
contact English Nature who were in receipt of public money with a remit to retum
95% of SSSIs to “favourable” status by 2010, about progess in the Fen.
Grass Cutting: Frank Reid reported that it had proved impossible to keep
Churchyard in a satisfactory siate using voluntary labour. He proposed that we accept
a quotation of £534 pa for 14 cuts and strimming in the season. Treasurer pointed out
that this all our precept: Pam to our
reserve account which was more than enough. Chair pointed out that we are required
1o have a certain proportion of our annual expenditure in reserve. Treasurer called for
fundraising as the way to meet this, without having to raise precept (again). There was
amotion put forward by the chair t0 see how good the grass cutting would be between
now and the end on the year. A decision to have a contractor cut the grass for the rest
of this year forn later
meeting, Passed with Frank Reid to monitor initial performance.
Footpaths: Clerk reported that sign would soon be ready. NCC are also to make
various repairs to footpath to Cavenham Comner, with chicancs in view of stles, some
boardwalk where path collapsed, a new bridge, and a new gate into paddock, whose
ownership was changing. Concern was again expressed about infimidation by horses
‘when crossing the paddock, await t0 see what new owners keep.
Drainage in Mill Hill Road and Cavenham Corner: Highways contacted. They are
to check and jet drains in near future.
Tree Planting and Hedging: Treasurer reported he had contributed £37 cost of
replacing failed trees. Clerk reported that Albanwise Lid are proposing to plant
hedging from Cavenham comer to our parish boundary on their land or with owners
‘permission, also replacing our tree guards with an improved version.
